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COMMUNICATION STRATEGY

Summary of the Bromley Safeguarding Children Board’s
Communication Strategy
	The Bromley Safeguarding Children Board is the key statutory mechanism for agreeing how the relevant organisations in each local area will co-operate to safeguard and promote the welfare of children, and for ensuring the effectiveness of what they do.


	The Bromley Safeguarding Children Board should communicate to people, organisations and agencies, in the area of the authority, the need to safeguard and promote the welfare of children, raising their awareness of how this can best be done, and encouraging them to do so.


· The BSCB aims to promote greater understanding of the need to safeguard children and to promote their welfare by communicating with the public, including faith groups, voluntary organisations and minority ethnic communities.

· Communication between Board partners will raise awareness and understanding of the strategic goals of the BSCB and assist BSCB in fulfilling the legal responsibility for partners to cooperate. The BSCB will monitor and evaluate the effectiveness of safeguarding services to children and young people including the training of staff.

· By creating a visual public profile, the BSCB will raise awareness of and improve accessibility to safeguarding and services that promote the welfare of children, especially among ‘hard to reach’ groups in the Borough.

· To listen and consult with children and young people. Member agencies will ensure that children and young people’s views are taken into account in the planning and delivery of safeguarding and services that promote their welfare. 

· Develop active links with organisations and agencies that work closely with children and young people.

· Make available high quality; accurate and timely information about local safeguarding and welfare promotion services; highlight issues that impact positively or negatively on the safety and welfare of children locally; publish the results of studies, research, reviews including serious case reviews where these findings are in the public interest and support the aim of creating greater understanding of safeguarding and the promotion of children’s welfare. 
· Develop and promote public awareness campaigns aimed at raising public knowledge of general and specific issues relating to safeguarding children and promoting their welfare.
